Be a responsible pet owner. Clean up after your pooch. ñWhen 
you take your dog for a walk, do not deposit your dogôs poop bag 
into someone elseôs trash or do no leave it laying around. 
 
Abide by community rules. When living in a homeowners 
association, you have to comply with the community rules.

¶  Trick-or-treat candy is NOT for pets. Many candies, like chocolate, are toxic to cats and dogs.  

¶ Donôt let your pets out on Halloween. You never know who is around who may not have your pets 
best interest in mind. Itôs a strange holiday for some.  You may want to have them confined so they 
are not tempted to run out at every ring of the doorbell. Outdoor cats should be brought inside if 
possible a few days before and after Halloween.  Black cats are especially at risk for pranks.  

¶  Keep decorative plants, such as pumpkins and corn cobs, out of reach of pets.  Donôt have candles 
in pumpkins burning around pets.  

¶ Keep wires and electric cords out of reach of pets. Especially if the pets are known to chew things.  

¶ Make sure your pets are wearing proper identification just in case they do get out and lost.  This will help them get reunited 
with you when found.

Proper ID and swim attire required at all times  
(No nudity permitted). 

¶ Regular pool operating hours are from 7:00 a.m. to 
Dusk.   

¶ Swimmers must not enter the pool while the  
      technician is cleaning and adding chemicals.  
 

No lifeguard is on duty and swimming  
is at your own risk.   

 

¶ Children in diapers or training pants are not 
permitted in the pool; only disposable SWIM 
pants are permitted. 

¶ Children must be closely supervised and controlled 
by an accompanying adult at all times, and no chil-
dren under (16) years of age will be permitted in 
the pool area unless accompanied by an adult. 

¶ PETS are not permitted in the Clubhouse.   
¶ Assistance animals are welcome. 
¶ Floatation devices, beach balls, snorkels, scuba 
gear, fins, etc. are prohibited in the pool.  

¶ Exercise equipment is authorized during scheduled 
periods. 

¶ Bicycles, roller skates/blades, and skateboards are 
prohibited on the pool deck. 

¶ Individuals using suntan preparations must shower 
before entering the pool.    

¶ No food shall be permitted within ten (10) feet of 
the swimming pool.  Glass or breakable food and/
or drink containers are not permitted in the pool 
area.   

¶ All private and special events must be contracted 
with the Event Coordinator.   

¶ Personal coolers are not permitted at the Club-
house, Pool or on the Golf Course.

Granny Kat's Pumpkin Roll  Recipe Corner  

Directions: 
1. Preheat oven to 375 degrees F (190 degrees C). Grease and flour a 9x13 
inch jelly roll pan or cookie sheet. 
2. In a large bowl, mix together flour, sugar, baking soda, and pumpkin pie 
spice. Stir in pumpkin puree, eggs, and lemon juice. Pour mixture into prepared pan. Spread 
the mixture evenly. 
3. Bake at 375 degrees F (190 degrees C) for 15 minutes. 
4. Lay a damp linen towel on the counter, sprinkle it with confectioner's sugar, and turn the 
cake onto the towel. Carefully roll the towel up (lengthwise) with the cake in it. Place the cake
-in-towel on a cooling rack and let it cool for 20 minutes. 
5. Make the icing: In a medium bowl, blend cream cheese, butter, vanilla, and sugar with a 
wooden spoon or electric mixer. 
6. When the cake has cooled 20 minutes, unroll it and spread icing onto it. Immediately re-roll 
(not in the towel this time), and wrap it with plastic wrap. Keep the cake refrigerated or freeze 
it for up to 2 weeks in aluminum foil. Cut the cake in slices just before serving. 

Ingredients: 

¶ 3/4 cup all-purpose flour 

¶ 1 cup white sugar 

¶ 1 teaspoon baking soda 

¶ 2 teaspoons pumpkin pie spice 

¶ 1 cup pumpkin puree 

¶ 3 eggs 

¶ 1 teaspoon lemon juice 
¶ 2 tablespoons confectioners' sugar
