ARC (Architectural Review Committee):  Reviews property 
enhancements and/or additions for compliance with 
community standards for single-family homes only.   
 
Safety:  Meets with Capt. Maxwell (RAMCO) to review recent 
security incidents.  Responsible for continually reviewing 
Access Control Procedures,  community safety and security.  
 
Social:  Works cooperatively with community groups and the 
management team to provide a wide variety of community 
events and activities for all ages.   
 
Finance:  Reviews and analyzes monthly financials, requests 
for Reserve Funding, and recommends specific actions to 
management and the Board to ensure the continued fiscal 
health of the HOA.   
 
Building & Grounds:  Works cooperatively with management 
and HOA vendors to ensure that HOA common elements are 
properly maintained, repaired, and upgraded.  Common 
elements include, but are not limited to, recreation areas, 
buildings, facilities, lakes, ponds, roadways, gatehouses, gate 
systems, stormwater and sewer systems.   
 
Golf & Greens:  Meets with management team including 
Director of Golf and Grounds Superintendent to review 
ongoing projects, repairs, and target areas for improvements. 
Acts in an advisory role to the Grounds Superintendent to 
ensure that Venturaôs Golf Course is maintained in an optimal 
manner.   
 
CCC (Covenant Compliance Committee):  Conducts hearings 
with owners, providing them an opportunity for due process 
within the covenant enforcement and fining process.   Meets as 
necessary.

I didnõt 
know that it was developed to teach young boys studying 
to be monks how to relax. She demonstrated several 
moves and techniques and then led the group in a sample 
of chair Yoga.  
     Norm Hinkling, Director of Mobility Services for 
LYNX, spoke about the many services provided  to the 
community. From the free buses downtown to buses that 
pick you up at your door and take you to appointments 
their services are on time, safe and reliable. All buses are 
ADA compliant. Before Covid in three counties, Orange, 
Seminole and Osceola, they transported 75,000 a day. 
They have built back up to 55,000 and are working to 
build back to pre- Covid numbers.  Go to their website, 
WWW.golynx.com to explore the many services they 
provide. 
 Bill Shepler, Comptroller for Ventura, spent a 
morning with us, explaining the layout of the budget and 
how to  interpret the numbers. He gave a very 
understandable and comprehensive talk, and answered 
many questions about the numbers and the difference 
between operating a household and operating an HOA. He 
reassured the group that many of the rumors going 
around were not true and the financial structure is 
properly set up and sound. It was a very informative talk 
and we will have him back to address other issues. 
     When you are in the clubhouse be sure to checkout the 
calendar that Iris posts on the bulletin board. She is 
doing a great job of providing entertainment for the 
residents and bringing in outside groups for rentals.

RAMCO Protective is an Access Control company. At times there are misunderstandings as to what level 
of protection this provides. The purpose of the Access Control Officer is to serve as a physical deterrent by 
making the community unappealing to people with ill intent.  Based on that purpose, RAMCO officers 
monitor and control those that enter our community by following the protocols that have been set in place.   
The many duties of RAMCO include but are not limited to the following: 
 
        Guard House ï Check that each guest is listed on a residentôs guest list or the Golf Pro Shop,  
                                  if not then call the resident or Pro Shop. 
                                  Verify that that the driver has a valid driverôs license and scan it. 
                                  On an average over 700 people are checked in each day through RAMCO at  
                                   the gates.  These include guests of residents, contractors and golfers. 
        Rover - Each shift throughout the day is responsible for the following: 
                  - Patrol and monitor activity by driving through all Ventura neighborhoods  numerous    
                     times. 
                  - Complete incident reports of any responses to incidents called in by residents or incidents         
  observed. 
                  -  Submit a report with pictures to detail the various checkpoints around the community that  
   they have observed on their shift. 
                  - Checkpoints include but are not limited to:  Lake Frederica, Clubhouse, Playground,  
                    Tennis Courts   
                  - Clubhouse and Condo Pools ï Open/Close, check for pool passes and make sure    
                      Restrooms are clear of suspicious activity 
                   - Escort trespassers off property or call OPD if they refuse 
                   - Assist when Emergency Vehicles are on property with traffic control 
                   - Issue parking violations where necessary 
                   - Lock and check to make sure all gates are locked at designated times. 
                    - Respond to all concerns called in by residents
