The Building & Grounds Committee would like to address and give 
updates monthly on some of the residents' thoughts, concerns, comments, 
and ideas.  
 
ñThe pool hours need to go back to the old schedule, preferably open 
24/7. Residents miss being able to swim at night under the lights.ò  
 
Response: When the pool deck and lighting were renovated, Ventura was 
advised that having the pool open past dark was a code violation as the 
lighting was not adequate. Once Ventura was informed that the lighting 
was not adequate, it was necessary to reduce the pool hours to be in 
compliance and reduced to daylight hours only. The new provided deck 
lighting and ambience, but did not add sufficient lighting to meet code. 
So, in order to open the pool after dark it would require extensive 
upgrading to the lights. Lighting to code would be equivalent to stadium 
lights, which would likely create complaints from homeowners near the 
pool that would be bothered by lights and noise after hours. There is also 
the added liability issue and need for additional patrols by security/access 
control. So, while a limited number of residents might use the pool under 
the lights, it does not seem practical and would create a nuisance for 
those that do not, but who may live nearby. There has not been additional 
consideration of upgraded lighting or opening at night since the last 
major renovation of the deck and lights for those reasons. 
 
ñMaintenance workers need to have their to-do list prioritized in 
order from most urgent and important to least.ò  
 
Response: Our general manager, Gabby Ramos is in charge of and 
responsible for supervising our maintenance workers. Gabby, in 
consultation with the board and committees, determines the prioritized 
order in which projects and tasks are started and completed based on 
factors such as safety, urgency, supply availability and cost. You may 
request a specific maintenance task be prioritized by emailing Gabby 
Ramos at gramos@venturacc.org or stopping by the administration 
office.  
 
ñMarquee needs to be repaired.ò  
 
Response: Our general manager, Gabby Ramos is aware. We are waiting 
on a specific part called a card to be shipped to us. Once this arrives we 
should have the marquee back up and running as it should be. 
 
ñWedding gazebo needs to be updated and glamorized to host more 
guests and attract more business. The pine straw and golf cart path 
next to it make it an unattractive place for a wedding ceremony. 
Suggestion to move the gazebo to the other side of the pond near the 
18th or build a larger wedding pavilion.ò  
 
Response: Our events manager, Iris Cintron is working hard to make 
Ventura a highly competitive and desirable venue for weddings and other 
special events. She has plans to have a new wedding venue built next to 
Lake Fredrica. She has couples eager to book weddings contingent upon 
this being completed.  
 
As the Building & Grounds Committee continues work on improving our 
community, if you have any concerns, please let a committee member 
know.

Swimming Pool Rules and Regulations

Proper ID and swim attire required at all times  (No nudity permitted). 

�x�� Regular pool operating hours are from 7:00 a.m. to Dusk.   

�x�� Regular maintenance is performed on Mondays , Wednesdays & Fridays.  
      between 8:00am and Noon.  

�x�� Swimmers must not enter the pool while the  
      technician is cleaning and adding chemicals.  
 

No lifeguard is on duty and swimming  
is at your own risk.   

 

�x�� Children in diapers or training pants are not permitted in the pool; only disposa-
ble SWIM pants are permitted. 

�x�� Children must be closely supervised and controlled by an accompanying adult at all 
times, and no children under (16) years of age will be permitted in the pool area unless 
accompanied by an adult. 

�x�� PETS are not permitted in the Clubhouse.   

�x�� Assistance animals are welcome. 

�x�� Floatation devices, beach balls, snorkels, scuba gear, fins, etc. are prohibited in the 
pool.  

�x�� Exercise equipment is authorized during scheduled periods. 

�x�� Bicycles, roller skates/blades, and skateboards are prohibited on the pool deck. 

�x�� Individuals using suntan preparations must shower before entering the pool.    

�x�� No food shall be permitted within ten (10) feet of the swimming pool.  Glass or breaka-
ble food and/or drink containers are not permitted in the pool area.   

�x�� No outside food permitted. Food must be purchased through our restaurant.  

�x�� All private and special events must be contracted with the Club Manager.   

�x�� If lighting or thunder in the area, patrons must leave the pool area.  

�x�� Personal coolers are not permitted at the Clubhouse, Pool or on the Golf Course.  
All food and beverages must be purchased from the 19th Hole.  Under no circum-
stance will players be allowed to bring food or beverages onto Club property. 

�x�� No ball playing, shouting, running, horseplay, or loud music is allowed in the pool area. 

�x�� No diving is permitted in the pool. 

�x�� Please close umbrellas after use and cover chairs/lounges with towels while sunbathing.
