Golf & Greens:  Meets with management team including 
Director of Golf and Grounds Superintendent to review ongoing 
projects, repairs, and target areas for improvements. Acts in an 
advisory role to the Grounds Superintendent to ensure that 
Venturaôs Golf Course is maintained in an optimal manner.   
 
CCC (Covenant Compliance Committee):  Conducts hearings 
with owners, providing them an opportunity for due process 
within the covenant enforcement and fining process.   Meets as 
necessary.

This was an introduction to the process of the Neighborhood Watch but more importantly it was 
a time of OPD informing us as a community things that we should be aware of and how we are 
the ñEyes and Earsò of the Orlando Police Department. Following are some highlights of the 
meeting and a special thanks goes to Jenna Brock for taking such great notes of the meeting! 
 

¶ If you see or hear something odd or suspicious ï Report it! The people living in a neigh-
borhood are the best sources for reporting suspicious behaviors as they know what usually 
happens in their area.  No incident is too small.  As Sargent Collins said, they like to take 
care of issues when they are small and before something serious happens. 

¶ If you hear fighting, violent language, neighbors arguing, please call!  This might help a 
violent crime from taking place in the future. 

¶ If you see multiple cars coming and going from a particular residence all the time, make a 
call as it is data that could be used by OPD. 

¶ Donôt be embarrassed to call.  Donôt depend on your neighbor making the call. Your call 
may help link these activities to other calls that OPD has received and help solve an ongo-
ing issue. 

¶ OPD commended RAMCO and the great job they are doing of patrolling our community, 
but when it comes to crime OPD is the number one point of contact.  Make the call to 
RAMCO but first be sure to make a call and report to OPD. 

Ventura is overall a very safe neighborhood but thatôs because we have residents that are very 
vigilant in paying attention to their surroundings and reporting any out of the ordinary activity. 
Letôs continue to be aware of what is happening and making the reports. OPD is here to work 
for us ï itôs our tax dollars at work for us!
