more than one person holds an interest in any Lot, @l such persorns shall be Members. The vote for such Lot
shall be exercised as they detemmine, but in no event shall more than one vote be cast with respectto any Lot

Florido State Statute 720.306.6 - PROXY VOTING. “The members have the right, unless otherwise provided in
this subsection or in the governing documents, to vote in person or by proxy. To be valid, a proxy must be
dated, must state the date, time, and place of the meeting for which it was given, and must be signed by the
authorized person who executed the proxy. A proxy is effective only for the specific meeting for which it was
ariginally given, as the meeting may lawfully be adjourned and reconvened from time to time, and
gutomatically expires 90 days after the date of the meeting for which it was originally given. The proxy is
revocable at any time at the pleasure of the person who executes it. If the proxy form expressly so provides,
any proxy holder may appoint, inwriting, a substitute to act in his plag.”
